By friendly fire, Miss Barnes said. The SC-209 was a submarine chaser. She was mistaken for a German U-boat and shelled by the USS Felix Taussig, manned by the United States Coast Guard. It was the only time a submarine chaser was sunk by friendly fire in the Great War.
Wow. It was quite a story.
Lawrence Junior left a wife and a son, Miss Barnes continued. The boys name was Lawrence, as well. She moved her finger to stab another name. Next we have Frederick Ritter. Second son. Two years younger than Lawrence. Enlisted in the army in 1917 and went to France. Survived the war only to succumb to the influenza pandemic in late 1918. No children.
I guess he didnt have time to have any. People got married early in those daysLawrences wife couldnt have been more than twenty-one or twenty-two when she found herself a widowand Frederick hadnt been more than twenty-one, either, when he died.
Likely not, Miss Barnes agreed. Agnes was the youngest of the Ritter children. She was born in 1902 and survived the war. She also survived the influenza pandemic and went on to marry Philip Grant in 1924. They had four children: Elizabeth, Katherine, Philip Junior, and Charles.
Elizabeth? Here, finally, was an e.
Elizabeth Grant, Miss Barnes nodded. Born in 1929. Married Frank Brown in 1952. Died in her bed at sixty-nine. Cancer.
Great. So Elizabeth wasnt ER after all; not if her last name had been Grant and not Ritter. That left only Lawrences son carrying on the name. What happened to Lawrence Ritter? The third Lawrence. Juniors son. I guess he was the one who took over the house?
Miss Barnes nodded. He was born in January 1919several months after his father perishedand he married Helen Simmons in 1942, just before enlisting in the army to fight in World War II.
Did he survive?
He did. He came back in 1945 and went to Barnham College on the GI Bill. He became a CPA, and lived in what is now Miss McGillicuttys bed and breakfast until he was killed in an auto accident in the early 1980s. I remember him well.
Did he and . . . what was her name, Helen? Did they have any children?
Miss Barnes shook her head. They were not so blessed. Or maybe it was by choice. After Larry died, Helen converted the house into apartments. Back then, the Waterfield Historical Society didnt have regulations in place to prevent such a thing. Helen stayed in one of the apartments herself and rented the other two. That way, she could live for free. After Miss McGillicutty bought the house, Helen Ritter went to a place near Brunswick.
A place being a euphemism for an old-folks home, I assumed. An assisted-living facility.
Is she still alive?
We werent close, Miss Barnes said, but I havent heard that she has passed, so I imagine so. She would be almost ninety years old by now. May I ask why youre inquiring?
Oh. I shrugged. Its a matter of some initials carved in the carriage house wall. A WE and an ER. Id like to know who they belonged to.
Im afraid I cant help you, Miss Barnes said. None of Anna Virginia and Lawrences children had a first name that started with an e, and the line died out with Larry and Helen. Although of course we have other families whose surnames begin with r in Waterfield. Rasmussen, Roberts, Rinehart . . .

She nodded. In addition to the Ellises, theres the Edmonsons, the Elliotts, the Erskines, the Elys . . .
I get it. So WE could be almost anyone, and so could ER.
Im afraid so, Miss Barnes agreed. Dr. Elliss first wife was born Eleanor Roberts, and his fathers Christian name was William. So was Williams uncles. William Ellis the elder died during World War I as well.
Another victim of the influenza pandemic, probably. Or someone else who got shot accidentally by his own side. I didnt even want to know.
You cant think of any kind of combination of the two sets of initials, can you? Like, Dereks granddad, William Ellis, married someone named Elizabeth Rinehart? Or Waynes father, Eric Rasmussen, used to date Wendy Edmonson?
Im afraid not, Miss Baker, Miss Barnes said. Police Chief Rasmussens father was called John, not Eric, and I dont think the Edmonson family ever had a girl named Wendy. And William Ellis Junior married Charlotte Bohannon. Im sorry I cant be more help.

If you like, Miss Barnes offered, you can see the census records for the past one hundred years and go through them for combinations of those initials. It wont take more than a few hours.
Really? I checked the time. Nowhere near lunch yet. Sure, Ill do that.
Miss Barnes dug out a stack of paperwork the size of a telephone book and shoved it across the desk toward me with a smile. Enjoy yourself, Miss Baker.
Thank you, I said, grabbing it. I will.

How old is he?

When? Derek folded his arms across his chest and tried to look menacing. Not an easy task since he doesnt have a scary bone in his body. Thats not to say that he cant fight, and fight dirty, when the situation demands it, but when it comes to intimidating women, hes woefully out of his element.
Um . . . Shannon was clearly casting about for an acceptable compromise.
Look, I said, putting a hand on her arm and another on Dereks. Its none of our business what youre doing. Just dont do anything stupid. And if you dont tell your mother about whats going on in the next couple of days, then chances are Derek will tell her for you. Just something to remember.
Shannon nodded, looking grateful. Derek didnt like the agreement Id unilaterally offered, but he nodded, too. Grudgingly.
I didnt like it much myself, and if Shannon didnt come clean with Kate shortly, I thought I might just beat him to spilling the beans.
The next morning, I was back at the Fraser House, where Miss Barnes confirmed that Dereks assessment had been right: The carriage house had been built more than twenty years after the main house, in the spring of 1918.
Its probably more of a garage than a carriage house, really, she offered. By the late teens, the Ritters, being one of the wealthiest families in Waterfield, had probably invested in a car. Im afraid thats all I can tell you, though. There was no historical overlay back then; the Ritters didnt have to secure permission to build or run the plans by anyone.

Waterfield has two newspapers. The Weekly is the oldest, established in 1912. Three years later came the Clarion, which is a daily. Both are still going strong, but over time, the Weeklybeing a weeklyhas developed more of an emphasis on human interest stories and articles, while the Clarion is more focused on hard news.
Mrs. Graham, the Clarion receptionist cum keeper of the microfiche, is a sturdy woman in her middle years, with steel gray hair and glasses, and is extremely efficient. John Joseph Black Jack Pershing was commanding the First American Army in Europe, and in England, the Royal Air Force was formed. Closer to home, the USS Cyclops had disappeared without a trace in the Bermuda Triangle, and the 1918 baseball season was under way. Babe Ruth defeated Philadelphia seven to one on April fifteenth, making it his third consecutive opening-day victory.
On the other hand, Lawrence and Anna Virginia Ritters new carriage house was a much smaller matter and didnt rate a mention in the Clarion. I kept scrolling through microfiche, all the way into June, without finding anything relating to the Ritters or Kates B&B, and I was just about to give up and move across the street to the Waterfield Weekly when a name caught my attention.
Local man done to death was the headline. The one-paragraph article continued, The United States Navy has confirmed that a Waterfi eld man, William A. Ellis, died on June 6th of this year, just days after joining the war effort. Mr. Ellis, recently of Chandler Street, joined the Navy at Elliott on June 3rd, and was accepted as a fi reman, third class. On the evening of June 6th, hours before shipping out for service, Mr. Ellis consumed poison and died instantly. The Navy is investigating the circumstances. Mr. Ellis is survived by his mother, Mallessa Ellis of 34 Chandler Street, one brother, and two sisters.
I sat back on my chair, gnawing on a fingernail. Its not an attractive habit, and not one I indulge in often, so as soon as I realized I was doing it, I took the thumb back out of my mouth. But really, this was shocking.
This, I realized, must be the William Ellis that Miss Barnes had told me about. The young man who had died in World War I, whom Dereks Paw-Paw Willie was named after. The address was the same as Dr. Ben and Coras. DereksI figured in my headgreat-uncle? Or second cousin twice removed?
Whatever. Miss Barnes had told me that William Ellis the elder had died during World War I, but she hadnt told me hed been poisoned. Why on earth not?
Or maybe she didnt know it, I told myself. Maybe it wasnt commonly known. Derek hadnt mentioned anything about it. Maybe one poisoning among so many other casualtiesof the war as well as the influenza pandemichadnt seemed worth making a fuss over. I wondered if theyd ever caught who did it. The rest of the microfiche I had didnt mention it, if so, and Id requested another box, just to make sure. As I packed everything up, to give back to Miss Graham behind the counter, I wondered if Id have better luck at the Weekly.
Just like the Clarion, the Weekly was rife with references to war and atrocityand baseballbut no information about William Ellis. I did find the information about Kates carriage house in the April seventeenth issue: a picture of the Richtfest or topping-out ceremony.
It was Lawrence Senior who called the ceremony by its German name, and then hastened to assure the reader that he was a proud second-generation American with no German sympathies whatsoever. He may perhaps have protested a little too much, but since that was neither here nor there at the moment, I dont suppose it mattered much.
The topping-out ceremony, or Richtfest, took place when the last beam was placed in the roof of the carriage house. The roof itself wasnt on yet, but the structure, or skeleton, of the building was finished. The tradition, the article explained, had long been an important component of timber-frame building in the Old World.
Briefly, what happens is that a small evergreen tree, symbolizing growth and held to bring good luck, is placed on the topmost beam of the new structure. A toast is drunk, and the owner often treats the workers to a meal. For obvious reasons, a topping-out ceremony often takes place at lunch; that way the laborers can get right back to work afterward. Since the ceremony doesnt actually celebrate a finished building, just a finished frame, theres always plenty left to do.
I found the custom fascinating. Id never heard of it before, but since coming to Maine I had occasionally noticed a small evergreen tree decorated with flags and streamers perched on the top of a building under construction somewhere, where no evergreen tree had any business growing, and Id wondered what it was doing there. Now I knew.
The picture that accompanied the article was grainy, black and white, and taken from a distance to get the entire building, including the pine tree on top, into the frame. Lined up in front were seven or eight workers in shirt-sleeves and suspenders, bareheaded, and squinting in the bright sun. Their faces were tiny, so it was impossible to see what any of them looked like, but there was a list of names under the picture. I skimmed it. Several men had last names I recognized. There was a Rasmussen; some ancestor of Waynes, probably. And someone with a last name of Thomas, who might have been related to Brandon. There was a Stenham; certainly an early influence on Ray and Randy and their decision to start Stenham Construction. I didnt pay either of them much attention, though, because there was an Ellis.
Here he was again. William A. Ellis, who had been poisoned a couple months after posing for this picture. Small world.
Or maybe it wasnt that much of a coincidence after all. In a tiny town like Waterfield, smaller still almost a hundred years ago, it wasnt inconceivableit wasnt even unlikely, reallythat I should come across the same person twice. Still, it was interesting.
I counted miniscule heads and matched them to the names in the caption, until I thought I had managed to isolate William. Then I leaned in, until my nose almost touched the microfiche machine.
It was no use. His head was just a speck; I couldnt even tell if his hair had been dark or fair. Id have to ask Derek if the family might have a picture of great-uncle/second-cousin-twice-removed William sitting around somewhere. There was no way around it; I was now invested in the man and what had happened to him.
There were six other people in the photo, standing at a distance from the workers and closer to the camera. The Ritter family: Lawrence Senior and Anna Virginia, their son Lawrence Junior and his wife Emily, and then Frederick, and finally Agnes, who hadnt graduated to a long dress yet, but who was wearing a girlish white shift that ended just below her knees, over black stockings and ankle boots. Lawrence Senior was portly, and had a big mustacheit looked like a dark blot on his round facewhile Lawrence Junior and Frederick were taller and thinner, with dark hair and what looked like pugnacious jaws. Emily was tall and willowy in a flowery dress and big straw hat that shadowed her face, while Anna Virginia was shorter and stout, with pale hair, either platinum blonde or white, piled on top of her head. Agness was fastened with a big bow but otherwise trailed down her back, and she was as dark as her brothers. Her jaw looked a little stubborn, too.
All in all, they did not appear to be a friendly bunch. Anna Virginia had the snooty demeanor of someone who was born with a silver spoon in her mouth and who would spit at anything less, while her husband looked fat-cat prosperous and self-satisfied, with a heavy watch chain bisecting his waistcoat. The young men both had that out-thrust-jaw thing going, and Agnes just came across looking spoiled and pouty. Emily was the only one who appeared semifriendly, but maybe that was just because I couldnt see her face clearly. She reminded me of someone, I realized. Something in her posture: the slightly rounded shoulders and head drawn in like a turtles. She seemed to be shrinking away from her husbands possessive arm around her middle.
Was it possible, I asked myself, that the initials ER Derek had found in the carriage house had belonged to Emily?
It hadnt crossed my mind to ask Miss Barnes what Lawrences wifes name had been, since I hadnt expected the initials to belong to someone married, but now that Id seen herand seen her husbandI couldnt help but wonder. I mean, here was Emily, and here was William EllisWEand there was the carriage house, under construction, the perfect time to carve two sets of initials in a post, especially if you were one of the crew doing the construction in the first place. . . . It all seemed like too much of a coincidence to be coincidental.
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I have no idea, Derek said. Ive never heard of Emily Ritter. I didnt know that Paw-Paw Willies uncle died from strychnine poisoning, either. Im not sure Dad knows.
He was busy plastering the interior walls of the carriage house and merely glanced at me over his shoulder, as if the news was of no particular importance.
But dont you think its interesting? I pushed.
Im sure it is. It doesnt mean that he was murdered, though, Avery. It could have been an accident. Or an overdose. They used small doses of strychnine as medicine back then.

Right. Ifsayhe regretted joining the navy and didnt want to be shipped out. Got scared. Maybe he gave himself a little dose of strychnine to induce vomiting and ensure he was left behind when the others boarded ship, but he took too much and accidentally killed himself instead.
Or did it on purpose?
Derek pursed his lips. Maybe, he allowed after a minute, but I wouldnt think so. Strychnine poisoning is a nasty way to go. I dont think anyone would choose it as a method of suicide. Not if they had any other options.
I watched him plaster for a moment before I asked, diffidently, Did you ever see a case of strychnine poisoning while you were doing your medical school residency?
His face turned grim, and the trowel stopped. Once. I think it was in my second year. This guy came in, clutching his stomach. He was pale and clammy, sort of twitchy. Couldnt sit still. Incoherent. We did everything we could think of to figure out what was wrong with him. X-rays, ultrasounds, blood and urine tests . . . we were getting ready to slice him open when he went into respiratory failure. Turned out his wife had fed him strychnine.

He nodded. It wasnt pretty. Convulsions, muscle spasms, lockjaw . . . eventually the muscles tire and you cant breathe.

Kind of like booby-trapping a basement staircase or puncturing the brake cables on someones car.
Both of which I had experienced personally over the past six months.
Right, I said, a little shivery at the thought. Both of those things were done by men, though.
Thats true, Derek admitted.
And he died on the navy base. Where there were mostly men.
Some women, too. Remember the yeomanettes?
I nodded. A lot more men than women, though, Derek. And it would depend a little on how quickly the poison works, too. He joined the navy on the third. He died on the sixth. Could he have taken something before the third that didnt kill him until the sixth?
Not likely, Derek said. There are poisons that can build up for a while before they kill you, but with strychnine, it takes a pretty massive dose all at once. Its possible it was given to him before he joined up, and he only consumed it three days later.
Maybe.
Dereks voice softened as he sensed my disappointment. Im sorry, Avery. This may be one of those things well never learn the truth about. If he was my ancestor, and I dont know, I dont know who would.
Can I still ask your dad sometime?
Sure. And if he doesnt know anything, we can try to call Paw-Paw Willie. But right now I need your help here, OK?
OK, I said, mentally relegating both the initials and the matter of William Elliss maybe murder/accident/ suicide to the back burner for now.
The last few days of November sped by, and December started. Shannon continued to spend most of her time away from the B&B, although Im not sure whether she was hanging out with Paige or with the new guy in her life, or whether she was just avoiding all of us.

Brackets (to link panels if more than one is necessary)
Batting
Hot-glue gun and glue sticks
Staple gun and staples
Power screwdriver, drill, and driver bits
No. 2 washers, plain or decorative
No. 8 oval head Phillips screws (long enough to drive through upholstered panels and into wall)
DIRECTIONS
1. Measure the wall. Figure out height and length in inches.
2. Determine the diagonal measurement (from one corner to the opposite) of the desired square size. A 12-inch square gives a 15-inch diagonal measurement.
3. Determine the number of squares needed to cover the wall, rounding up.
4. Trim the plywood sheet(s) to fit the wall, then link themif more than onewith brackets and screws to make up a sheet to cover the whole area being upholstered.
5. Cut the squares, remembering to add 1 inch to the height and length of each square for seam allowance.
6. Pin the squares together and sew along the half-inch seam allowances to make rows of squares. Then sew the rows together. Its a good idea to backstitch to reinforce the intersections between squares.
7. Hot-glue the batting to the plywood, one layer at a time.
8. Stretch the fabric over the batting and plywood and staple to the back. Make sure the fabric is kept taut and smooth as you work.
9. Stand the covered panel against the wall. Starting at one corner, drill a pilot hole through an intersection.
10. Place a screw through a washer and carefully poke it into the hole. Use the screwdriver to drive the screw through the fabric and plywood panel and into the wall.
11. Continue in the same way with a screw and washer at every intersection of squares until the panel is completely fastened to the wall.
Creating a Romantic Gustavian/ Rococo Headboard
TOOLS AND MATERIALS
1 plain unfinished wood headboard with one or two (or three) frames on the face
Decorative resin appliqués (available online or at home improvement stores)
Steamer
Craft knife
Two decorative hardwood finials
Two 1 x ˝-inch wood dowels
Semigloss latex paint in ivory and blue (or other pale color)
Paintbrushes
Glazing medium and rags
Medium grit sandpaper
Tack cloth
Gel stain
Semigloss polyurethane
Drill
Wood glue
DIRECTIONS
1. Warm the resin appliqués with the steamer and cut them into component shapes with a craft knife.
2. Arrange appliqués on the headboard.
3. Use the steamer to activate the glue in the appliqués, then press them into place.
4. Drill a ˝-inch hole in the bottom of each finial and corresponding holes in the top of the headboard, on the outer ends.
5. Place wood glue in the holes and attach the finials to the headboard with dowels.
6. Brush two coats of blue (or other color) paint onto the headboard, allowing the paint to dry after each coat. DO NOT PRIME WOOD FIRST.
7. Mix equal parts glazing medium and ivory paint to make a glaze.
8. Working in sections, apply glaze generously, using brush. Allow the glaze to settle into corners and crevices and use a rag to wipe off the excess. Let dry.
9. For an aged effect, sand raised edges of wood until wood tones show through the paint.
10. Wipe off the dust.
11. Avoiding the white-glazed areas, brush on a small amount of stain and wipe it off with the rag. Let dry.
12. Finish with two coats of polyurethane, letting each completely dry before applying the next.
Making Paper or Fabric Flowers
TOOLS AND MATERIALS
Paper or fabric and interface
Green floral tape
Wrapped green floral wire
Glue
Cardboard
Pencil or pen
Scissors
(Iron)
DIRECTIONS
1. Determine the size of flower youd like to have, then use cardboard to draw two sizes of petals, one slightly larger than the other. Scalloped edges look especially nice, but arent necessary. If leaves are desired, they can be a different shape or the same shape as the petals.
2. Cut out the template and use the template to cut petals of stiff paper or fabric and stiff interface.
3. If using paper, take one green floral wire and dip an end into glue and glue the wire to back of a petal, approximately two-thirds of the way from the top.
4. If using fabric, put a wire between the fabric and interface when fusing them together using warm iron.
5. Continue making petals until you have enough to make the number of flowers you want. Flowers can have anywhere from three to five, six, or seven petals times two.
6. Make the center of the flower by using one long strip of paper or fabric, 2˝ inches by at least 5 inches. The longer the strip, the more luxurious the center.
7. Cut the strip into the shape of a comb, then apply glue along the uncut bottom edge of the strip and roll the strip around the top of a wire until completely rolled up. If desired, you can use the edge of the scissors to gently curl the paper for a fuller look.
8. Starting at the bottom of the paper center, wind green floral tape around the paper and wire until center is secured to wire (and resembles a flower bud).
9. Arrange the desired number of small and large petals on wires around the center and wind around with green floral tape from the topwhere the flower isall the way to the bottom of the wires, to create one single stem.
10. If two rows of petals are desired, start with a row of smaller petals around the center, and secure those with floral tape, before adding another row of larger petals and securing those.
11. If leaves are desired, those can be added last, in the same way. Bend the wires on the backs of the petals out to give the flower fullness.
These flowers look great on their own or in bunches, and depending on the material, can be used on clothinglike Averys blue New Years Eve dressfor centerpieces or bouquets, orattached to a ribbonas a curtain tieback.
