Unfortunately, every nation has its history of racism,
and in most cases, it is so ingrained that merely knowing that it
is wrong is not enough to end it.

        
Acknowledging societal racism is one thing, but
acknowledging personal racism is even more difficult. The race is
one of the most easily recognizable features of a person. It is
natural to start to assess a person when we meet them, even before
we begin to talk with them. Those initial assessments are based
first on our own experiences. When we do not have any experience
with a particular race or very little interaction, we judge the
person based on what we have heard about the easily identifiable
group the person belongs to. From an evolutionary perspective, this
is beneficial. The problem occurs when those initial assessments
incorporate negative biases based on systemic racism.

        
 

        
One of the most prominent examples of this is
in the United States, where policies and laws were written to
include slavery, which primarily targeted Africans and their
descendants. Racism was institutionalized, so overcoming more than
400 years of history will require a constant look at why things
were done a certain way before society can remove the institutional
racism from the current systems. It will likely take decades, even
if the focus remains on finding and undoing what has been a part of
its culture for so long.

        
 

        
While the obvious racism issues in the United
States are easily observable today, it is hardly the only one. The
country is currently actively trying to work through the issues.
Other countries have not yet recognized a problem, so the systemic
issues will remain in the foreseeable future.

        
 

        
Racism is a global issue, and every race is
guilty of harboring racist ideologies against other races. It is
such a prevalent issue across the globe that dictionaries have
decided to change the definition to reflect the problem perpetuated
by systemic racism more accurately. The first known use of the term
racism in writing occurred in 1902, though it is possible that the
term existed before this time. The existence of racism stretches
back millennia, though, so we just did not have a word in English
to express it before the 20th century. The following is the
original definition in the Merriam-Webster Dictionary:

        
 

        
A belief that race is the primary determinant
of human traits and capacities and that racial differences produce
an inherent superiority of a particular race.

        
 

        
This definition did not appear to be adequate
by the early part of the 21st century, however. In June 2020,
Merriam-Webster agreed to add another aspect of the definition that
more closely encompassed the bias's problematic aspects. The
following has been added to address how racism has continued to
harm races within a country:

        
 

        

  
	A doctrine or political program based on the
assumption of racism and designed to execute its principles.

  
	A political or social system founded on
racism.



        
The definition will likely continue to evolve.
The following are just a few examples of institutionalized racism
over human history.
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This summary of

In
sociological theories that refer to institutional racism, as such
unconscious racism has been described, such frameworks show how
people become embedded within racist institutions, so that they may
fail to see how inadvertently their adherence to accepted social
norms reinforces existing inequality. In some ways, this image of
the unwitting (unconscious) racist resembles the unwitting person
represented in the symbolic racism theory. The symbolic theory of
racism advances the view that individual tendencies to endorse
traditional American values, including individualism and
self-reliance, can lead whites to act in ways that encourage racial
disparity.

        
 

        
We do not refute the point that people
frequently fail to see the discriminatory consequences of their
behavior. We accept that due to their social effects, many forms of
racism need to be examined. We find, however, unsatisfactory
definitions of unconscious racism based on that observation. To say
an actor on such grounds is unconsciously racist (or prejudiced or
biased) merely draws attention to the fact that ignorance can lead
to unintended consequences. This is not an update.

        
 

        
Moreover, for a scholar to label an unconscious
action by reference to this form of ignorance, they must
necessarily view the movement from a position in which the actor is
unavailable or disputed. One way to obtain such an edge is to
follow a particular set of values. Therefore, researchers seek to
eradicate unconscious racism by drawing attention to unintended
racist outcomes, often need to justify why their value systems (
e.g., those that emphasize equality) should take intellectual
priority over those of other actors (e.g., those that stress
individualism). Such scholars are thus shifting the conversation
outside of science and into the domains of theory and policy.
Therefore, while we doubt that many academics will deny the
argument that people often fail to consider the (racial)
implications of their acts, attempts to invoke this assertion to
mark a specific person as implicitly racist are subject to
debate.
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The chapter started with the author
explaining what happened when a dinner discussion involving an
upcoming art project ended with a theater director telling a story
using very uncomfortable words to the people of color at the table.

Caste by Isabel Wilkerson
 clearly states that race-based discussions
had not achieved their purpose, and people had missed the goal of
inspiring action and change when talking about it on platforms and
events. She wrote that she could not ignore that women of color's
economic exploitation had contributed to the racial oppression of
women of color.

        
 

        
Many people have read and talked about racial
justice, but instead of taking action, ask for the same
conversation all over again. They insist on talking some more on
the subjects but still do not get the point, hence insisting that
the conversation be repeated. It is a talk that would make them
feel remorseful and better about caring. But they do not improve
their behavior.

        

  
The author does not overrule the importance
of talking about it to get people informed and educated. But
understanding race and racial oppression will never equal action.
She cited an example of how people talk more about global warming,
but do not make any effort to change the narrative. Conversations
must be had to dismantle the system of white supremacy and racial
oppression. But what was as well essential, was acting on the
discussion.  


        
 

        

  
As big as racial oppression may seem,
addressing the situation is to take small steps. She listed
thirteen steps that can be taken to create real change, which
included local votes, addressing it in schools, bearing witness,
and speaking up in unions, among others.  


        
 

        

  
Although racism and racial oppression appear
huge when looking at its entirety, our actions are all pieces of
the system. We can talk our way into understanding, and then use
that understanding to act. Mentioning an instance in 2016, that
despite the outrage of people at the prosecutor who didn't press
charges when a cop was filmed shooting an unarmed black man, he was
up for reelection later that same year. She went on to reply to the
frustrated tweets and messages of people to take action, like what
happened in the March 2015 reelection bid of Cook county state's
attorney Anita Alvarez, who after numerous high-profile police
brutality cases, was seen as less than responsive.  


        
 

        

  
Supporting her statement of how small
actions added up, the author stated the instance in her home town
Seattle when the city proposed to build the most expensive police
precinct in the country, in a city with a rising housing crisis.
Through persistent activism on social media platforms, public
events attended by the mayor or City Council officials, City
Council officials meetings, and many others, the tide eventually
changed.  


        
 

        
After a year of protests, the mayor announced
shelving the $160 million project and activists, partnered with
Seattle's City Council member, KshamaSawant, to divert a huge
portion of the funds to finance low-income housing.

        
 

        

  
Across the country, little actions of people
are beginning to culminate into noticeable changes. The changes
make an oppressive system lose its potency, thereby making people
of color better. The oppression of people of color begins in homes,
workplaces, and states, and it can end there also. So, as you
discuss racial challenges, talk about the solutions also. Racial
oppression can be stopped; we can put an end to it together.  



        
A few components may add to the proposal that a
few people are inalienably unrivaled or substandard. There are
significantly two factors that offered ascend to racism and
ethnicity. They are The Trans-Atlantic Slave Trade and
Colonialism.

        
 

        
Colonialism

        
Racism is as intimately connected to
colonialism as it is to the trans-Atlantic slave trade. It is often
remarked that it was the same belief in the inherent superiority of
the White race that was promoted in the colonial era. Koranteng
Pipim describes it in this way: This spirit of inherent superiority
characterized the European nations' attitude as they expanded
overseas, competing for colonial power and the conversion of
“heathen” natives. Since the European conquerors had better
monetary and military innovation over the oppressed ethnic
minorities, they had the option to clarify their social device's
predominance as far as an unrivaled human gift.

        
 

        

  
Another author, Julian Go, concurs: It would
seem indisputable that modern colonialism in the early twentieth
century involved racism. Indeed, during colonial occupation,
colonizing groups were granted political, economic, and social
privileges denied to the colonized, and the hierarchy was typically
sustained by claims that the latter were racially inferior. 



        
 

        
The colonizers came up with harmful practices
and systems that were to arm one tribe, set that group up against
their neighbors, and then employ them to “catch” their “enemy” and
sell them to the slave traders. With their “divide and conquer”
strategy to gain and maintain power, colonial powers, and
missionaries to some extent, have thus spread the seeds of ethnic
and tribal hatred that continues to this day. This was the most
successful tactic of domination. 

        
 

        

  
This practice was also a disaster, one that
still echoes in civil wars and regional tensions worldwide. With
their military and economic controls, colonial powers not only
broke colonized groups into smaller tribes and ethnic groups, but
they also worked to keep these smaller entities from uniting
against them. They deliberately set little clans or gatherings
against one another to effortlessly control them, their properties,
and domains.  


        
 

        
Example: A school system where students of
color are more frequently distributed into the most crowded
classrooms and underfunded schools and higher-resourced schools.

From the coast of Africa are Biafrans and Ambazonians
protests for sovereignty, East Timor, and Hong Kong in Asia. In
Europe, the Catalonians are marching for freedom from the Spanish
government, and Ukrainians are on the streets against the Russian
incursion. In the Middle East, the Palestinians are on the streets
almost every day against Israeli military occupation. The
Venezuelan political crisis gave rise to an unusual protest all
over the country.

        
 

        
The 2020 protest in the United States against
racism against Black Americans, in the wake of George Floyd’s
cold-blooded murder on Minneapolis's streets, took a different turn
of epic proportions. Never has there been a protest that attracted
global solidarity as the murder of a man crying for help and
begging for his deceased mother to save his life from the knee of a
racist police officer, snuffing out his life as he lay on the road
with both hands shackled behind his back. It is a gory sight that
left any viewer of the video clip, who is still a human being,
shaken and terrified of evil's coldness.

        
 

        
No matter what crime George Floyd must have
committed in the previous earth life or now to deserve this
heartless murder, the global outcry and censure were only a message
of rejection of an evil world. In almost every country on earth,
human beings saw hate towards a defenseless black man and came
together en masse against the inhumanity. From Europe to Australia,
Africa to Asia, hundreds of thousands marched through the streets
in solidarity with the United States black community, chanting the
slogan, “black lives matter.”

        
 

        
This realization that hate and racism against
black communities in the United States has risen to a level of
impunity.Though “it is heartening to see so many young people
stepping up, so many elders holding fast, the protesters so
inclusive about race/ethnicity, nativity, indigenous status, social
class, gender, sexual orientation, and disability status. This is a
new rise in global consciousness and a proactive stance for a
social change against racial intolerance. It is an outright
accusation of an inequitable society that vitiates a human being's
value based on the illusion of skin color from a deranged
mind.”

        
 

        
Humanity has joined voices and minds together
in rebuke of untoward behavior that went against the ethics and
rationale, unworthy of a being shared in our common humanity. The
denunciation is a new paradigm expected to inform every government
about the human will to rise against unjust society's
unaccountability and insensitivity. It is either legislation or
laws that are made to protect the vulnerable population
irrespective of the color, class, gender, zip code, and sexual
orientation, or we expect civil unrest and disobedience to impact
city governments. Time and again, the protest has proven an
effective method against the evil of corrupt administrations. It is
wrong to stand aside and watch a reign of evil and do nothing.
Abraham Lincoln captured it poetically:

        
“To sin by silence, when they should protest,
makes a coward of men.”

        
Racism is one of the irrational anchorages
devised by darkness to lean and spew venomous hate. It is a false
cover to justify a human being's denigration and not be perturbed
by qualms of conscience. What could serve more as a means to numb
one’s senses to destroy him than to take away his humanity or be
referred to as subhuman or underclass? To still consider someone a
human being will not sit well with a conscience, and that is why
some sort of dehumanization will become a good road for atrocities
to travel on.

        
 

        
“During the Holocaust, Nazis referred to Jews
as rats. Hutus involved in the Rwandan genocide called Tutsis
cockroaches. Slave owners throughout history, considered slaves
subhuman animals. In 
Less Than Human, David Livingstone Smith
argues that “it’s important to define and describe dehumanization
because it is what opens the door for cruelty and genocide.” What
can be more atrocious than the destruction of human life? And
racism as hate has faithfully served this purpose sufficiently
throughout the history of humankind. This is why racism ranks high
in the index of crimes in the laws of many countries. Many do not
yet understand the reason behind the sudden upsurge of racial
incidences and discrimination from both states and individuals all
over the world today. The answer lies in the last days’ events!

        
 

        
The last judgment process is the awakening or
activation of the true content of every human soul. Every quality
of the soul, both dormant and active, will be stirred up through
Divine light's novel power that entered the world. By this very
stirring up, humans will be compelled to manifest their true
colors. This is to say that what is good in every man will be
uplifted, and if one harbors evil, even if it is dormant, it will
be dragged to a situation where it will be exposed and destroyed,
including the harboring soul. To expose this is to be judged by
showing who the person truly is.

The institutionally motivated racial
discrimination currently happening in many countries today is not
unconnected with Divine judgment's rising tempo.

The restaurants in
these Chinese cities are instructed not to sell foods to these
helpless black folks for whatever conspiracy theory or prejudice
informed their actions. With the government stoking this fire of
hate, the individual racism spiked off that blacks, unlike before,
are avoided in public places like nauseous infirmity. In response
to this discrimination, more than 300 human rights groups and
nearly 1,800 activists in Africa sent an open letter to the African
Union calling for immediate remedial action over the xenophobic,
racist, and inhuman treatment of Africans in China. The question
is: why would China rise against black Africans now more than
before?

        
 

        
Why are Germany, Indonesia, Malaysia, India,
Israel, Spain, and many other countries cracking down on black
immigrants in a force as never before? Were there no immigrants in
these countries before? Are Africans comfortable in their world and
yet, decided ipso facto, to pester Europe, Australia, America, and
Asia for means of livelihood? Is the mass migration in the world
not a clear case of long perpetuated global economic imbalance? Is
imbalance in a system, not a disease? I have always maintained that
we shall never enjoy peace anywhere as long as someone is unhappy.
To bring about peace and restore balance on earth in all things is
the reason for the Divine judgment. At the end of this judgment, no
one who still harbors racial prejudice will be standing on
earth.

        
 

        
Many of us are oblivious because life runs in a
cycle, and any cycle that opens must close. This is in line with
the mechanism of the laws governing creation; the law of balance
ensures that every debt will be settled to the last farthing. I
have hinted this before, and I will say it again that the blacks
who are crying wolf about racism today, those whose hearts are
being shredded, compelled to live in squalor, discriminated at
their jobs, robbed of their rights, and neglected in the hospital
beds of infectious disease to die or being shot due to their skin
color, must have been whites in the previous earth lives, or had
committed grievous offenses akin to their previous crimes.

        
For hundreds of years now, the scores of
slavery and colonization are being settled. The criminal pirates
from Britain, France, Belgium, Spain, Italy, and Germany, etc., who
went for exploration in Africa and around the world, and
perpetrated the slave trade and other forms of inhumanity must have
reincarnated as blacks and colored people to the exact places where
they would encounter the evil of their past crimes. Many met in
previous earth lives have come back and must cross paths to sort
out old debts. Those who murdered came back to be murdered to
understand the pains they inflicted on some people when they had
the upper hand and close the misdeed cycle. Every single act of
unkindness did to someone that is unredeemed must be settled.

In addition to this is racism, a term fit for Stone Age
than men who consider themselves civilized. The torrential wind of
Divine judgment is blowing, and soon what will be left standing on
earth are good human beings with potentials for being spiritual
men!
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Caste by Isabel Wilkerson
 clearly shows it is easy to look at the
world and to feel that resolving all of its problems is hopeless.
Sometimes it feels like things are progressing too slowly or that
they are going backward. But we must not let that prevent us from
trying to improve the world. The best way to make the world a
better place is to better understand our own biases.

        
Being aware of the problems around us is
incredibly helpful to all communities. It is easy to focus on the
people who are harmed by these biases, but they ultimately hurt
everyone. By marginalizing one group, it creates inequality, and,
over time, history has shown us how that usually ends. Wars,
revolutions, and genocide are common resolutions to oppression,
which is what these different types of biases create within
communities and nations. Over 35 truth commissions have been
established around the world. These commissions are meant to
investigate abuses around the world, including war crimes and human
rights violations.

        
Established within countries (currently in
Asia, Africa, and Latin America), commissions are meant to hold
repressive regimes, extremist organizations, and rebels accountable
for their abuses. They look at abuses over periods instead of based
only on a specific event calling their attention. The bodies called
together under the truth commissions are only temporary and result
in a report that helps document the root causes and escalation of
the abuses in the relevant region.

        
While organizations and commissions can provide
a more extensive method of fighting harmful biases, the most
effective way of avoiding repeating the past problems is to be more
aware of both our own biases and the biases within our communities.
Protests, vigils, sit-ins, and other forms of forcing change have
repeatedly proven to be an effective way of combating problems. It
can be exhausting, but we have seen progress for all of the biases
surveyed in this book, which is a reason for hope.
