And
remember, all you’re doing is dropping money into a
container. Once the money 1s in the container, you
can allocate it to different investments.

What types of investments are best? We’ll talk about
that in the next chapter.

There are many ways to open up any sort of
investment fund. One common way 1s to use a
tinancial planner. However, there are many obstacles
in the way of finding a “good” planner who won’t
screw you ovet, so first, I will share exactly how I set
up my account with no outside help.

Whether you are setting up an index fund, a
Traditional IRA, 2 ROTH IRA, or some other
account, your best bet is to use any of the online
brokerage accounts such as e-Trade, Vanguard,
Fidelity, or Charles Schwab.”

I have an account with eTrade that I've held for
decades.

You may be wondering why Dr. Dave, a
Neighborhood Millionaire, drives a car that 1s fifteen
years old with 150,000 miles on it.

If you don’t have cash to feed
your family, keep a roof over your head, and run
some heat and running water, you need to make
more money.

It’s as simple as that.

Once you have your mental foundation in place

Owning and managing properties
takes cash, 1s a LOT of work and filled with
potential problems. Could you make a lot of money?
Sure. But the road to real estate riches is rarely as
glamorous as it seems.

Speaking of glamour, let’s talk about Bitcoin and
cryptocurrency.

Are you married? That means both you and your
spouse can EACH have your own retirement
accounts in your names which for the most part will
DOUBLE the amount your household can invest
your pre-tax dollars.

To sum up, IRAs and 401 (k)s are long term
investment plans that have huge tax advantages and
are designed to supply you with an income upon
retirement. It you do this right, you could have
millions of dollars in your accounts at retirement,
even if you make a modest income now. How would
that feel? I will tell you it feels pretty damn good!

After the retirement containers are filled up, what

should you invest them in?

Sadly, 401(k) plans (simuilar retirement programs) are
typically managed by an employer.

Today, work 1s like a vacation to me. I absolutely /e
what I am doing. This is true today, as 'm sitting on
my front porch, staring at the mountains in Salt
Lake City with a cup of tea typing these words on
my MacBook, but it was also true back when I
started to transform my own financial future.

Although it is beyond the scope of this book to
teach you how to get a better job or start a business,
I’ve always found it helpful to read stories about
how other people built wealth.

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Chapter 31 - Three Questions to
Keep You From Getting Conned

There are many different types of financial planners,
but as far as I am concerned, there is only ONE
TYPE that is acceptable. That one type is a “fee
only” planner who is a “fiduciary.”

Betore we get into the three questions, let’s break

down these terms.

A “fee only” planner means exactly what it sounds
like. Your planner is giving you advice, and you are
paying him or her for their time, the same way you
would with a lawyer, an accountant, a plumber, or an
electrician. They are performing a service for you,
and in return you pay them for that service. That
service 1s financial advice! Nothing else.

A “fiductary” by definition is a financial planner
who s legally obligated to act in your best interest.
There can be no ulterior motive such as selling you a
product that they will profit from.
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Step 2:

Make a list of your mandatory expenses that you
MUST pay every month to live. These include
rent/mortgage payment, food and utilities. These
are the items that if you do not pay, you will starve,
freeze to death, or become homeless! Let’s call these
MUST-PAY-THESE-OR-'M-HOMELESS
(MUSTS) expenses!

Subtract the total of these MUSTS expenses from
your TOTALPAY and now you have an idea how
much you have available for other expenses.

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Chapter 9 - Build a Roof Over
Your Finances for Rainy Days

Now that you have your budget in place, let’s
address the steps for using that extra money.

Your very first goal is to save a preliminary
emergency fund.

A credit card is not an emergency fund. Cash is.
Cash reserves provide the first step to fearlessness
when life throws messes your way. How much
money do you have lying around in case an
emergency arises? A scary statistic is that 69% of
Americans have less than $1000 in savings. Are you
one of them?

You’re probably eager to use that budget for paying
oft debt, but the emergency fund must come first.
This preliminary fund protects you from the little
bumps of life, and it keeps you from running to a
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Chapter 24 - From Average

At this point you have made and accomplished
goals. You have built and followed a budget. You
spend less money than you make every month. You
have gotten yourself out of debt. You have a nice
emergency fund set up of at least six months of
expenses so when unexpected expenses come your

way (and they will), you do not have to go back into
debt.

First of all - congratulations! Being out of debt
means you do not have monthly payments on
ANYTHING with the exception of a home. That
means at this point, you get to answer a very fun
question. What should you do with all the extra
money you have every month?

The answer to this question is: invest it.

Investing a portion of your income each and every
month is the best way to build wealth and become
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point 1s that instead of blindly buying a home
because that’s what “normal people” do, you should
look at your notebook of goals, do your homework,
do your math, figure out what you want your life to
look like, and rhen make the decision.

I mentioned earlier that expensive cars are one of
the big ways people ruin their financial life. Another
common way is buying or renting a home beyond
their means.” T am referring to your personal
residence - the place where you live!

Here’s a simple number to live by when moving into
a home: 25%.

Your payment, whether it is a rent payment or a
mortgage payment should be 25% or less of your
total take home pay. If you violate this rule, itwill be
very difficult to become the Neighborhood
Millionaire. If your total take-home pay is $8,000 per
month, what 1s the most you can spend on rent or

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Here’s what the final result of your net worth
calculation will look like:

$203,542 = Assets

You will now have one of three reactions. The first
possible reaction is a twisting, uncomfortable stab in
your stomach. It is very possible for your net worth
to be zero or even negative. If you have more
liabilities than assets, yours is negative. This is
actually pretty common.

The second possible reaction is a shrug. Maybe
you’re doing better than you thought. You’ve been
able to avoid big debts early in life, and you’re likely
looking at a home loan, a few credit cards, and
maybe a car payment.

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there should be a great deal of pride. Refusing a
purchase you can’t afford 1s the uncommon
common sense most people need!

A simple question to ask whenever you are
considering debt for a purchase is this one: “Do I
want this enough to spend my future freedom on
it?” In reality, that’s what youre doing;

But how do you ensure you spend less money than
you make? How do you change your life and
NEVER go back to the old ways?

It’s not difficult at all. It takes discipline but it’s not
difficult. For starters, you need a budget. That’s what

we’ll tackle next.

Here’s what a millionaire 1s:

A millionaire 1s a person who has a net worth of one
million dollars or more.
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the wrong choice. That’s why it will be a curse word
for the remainder of this book.

Do you have ANY debt other than your home? Be
honest. Any credit cards? Student loans? Car loans?
Medical bills? Phone payments? If your answer is no,
congratulations to you. You are doing fantastic...
better than most of the people in the country! Please
skip to the next chapter only after agreeing that you
will NEVER again take on any debt. Great job!

It you DO have debt, let’s make a promise today
that you will do everything in your power to get rid
of it as soon as possible. Neighborhood Millionaires
don’t have debt.

Grab that notebook again and we will begin an
exercise to help you ditch the debt for good.

On the next empty page of your notebook, list your
smallest debt first. Do not worry about the interest
rate on each debt, just take the smallest debt you
have and write that down first. Next, list the second

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A couple earning $80,000 a year, living on $60,000,
and investing $20,000 every year has MUCH less
stress and perhaps much more happiness than the
couple earning $1,000,000 and spending all or most
of it.

But of course you still want to become the
Neighborhood Millionaire! Why? Because in
addition to being wealthy, the Neighborhood
Millionaire basically has no financial stress. We are
regular people. We are not flashy and feel no desire
to “keep up” with others.

It’s important to pause here because, once again,
you must remember how important those three
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If you had put $100 in the
stock market 90 years ago,
it would now be worth

How do you invest your money in the S&P? It’s
pretty darn simple. You put it in an “index fund.”
An index fund is a mutual fund® that mirrors a
particular index. In our case we will pick a fund that
mirrors the S&P 500. When the S&P goes up, your
index fund will go up. And same for when it goes
down. You do not have to buy 500 individual stocks
and manage them all. It’s all done for you in one

simple transaction.

You can make investing more complicated than that.

But why would you want to?

anything’.

Just like with the assets, write down the dollar

amount next to the item.

After the second step, your page should look
something like this:

The final step 1s to subtract your liabilities from your
assets. That part should be pretty easy. The number
you come up with 1s your net worth. Subtract that
number from one million, and you’ll be left with the

amount needed to become a millionaire.

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The lie told over and over is that financial success is
reserved for a few geniuses. The truth is financial
independence 1s simpler than you think.

In the pages that follow, you'll find the road map I
was looking for on my journey to becoming a
Neighborhood Millionaire. It you follow the advice
in this book, you will never again be confused about
how to thrive financially. As a bonus, you won’t have
to make all the stupid mistakes I did.

Here’s my promise to you: this book will be
no-nonsense.

I will spell everything out for you
step by step. And maybe even tell you a few stories
and jokes along the way.

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When someone mentions an IRA or a 401(k), they
are referencing retirement plans. An IRA (Individual
Retirement Account) is an account you can set up
and manage on your own®, and a 401(k) is a
retirement plan through your place of employment.

Please remember that neither an
IRA nor a 401(k) 1s an investment. Think of it asa
spectal “container” that holds your investment(s).

You are free to choose which types of investment go
into your IRA. Normally your employer manages

the company 401 (k). The most common investment
tor an IRA 1s mutual funds. But some people put
single stocks into their IRA and others put real
estate, gold, or silver.

To go a tiny bit deeper, there are two types of IRAs
and 401 (k)s - traditional and ROTH. Traditional
means that you deduct your investment at the time

of your deposit, and you end up paying taxes later

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on a mortgage payment? If you said $2,000, you are
correct. And of course it’s always better to be well
under that number.

Again, I'm not against buying a house or having a
mortgage payment as long as you follow a few
simple rules.

My first rule is that you MUST be able to make a
down payment of at least 20%.

This will prevent you from paying PMI (private
mortgage insurance) which is incredibly expensive
and usually demonstrates that you cannot afford the

house you are buying.

The second rule 1s that you take out a fixed rate
mortgage with a term that is no longer than fifteen

years.
Of course, your monthly payment must be equal to

or less than 25% of your take home pay as stated
above. By the way, the Neighborhood Millionaire

Giving:

There 1s nothing more powerful than helping others.

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I have stated many times here, no matter how old

Compound interest is any interest that is calculated
on your initial investment*’ AND also on the
accumulated interest from previous periods. With
compound interest, you earn “interest on your
interest.”

Let me give you an example by showing three
imaginary investors all on their quest to become the
Neighborhood Millionaire.

Jeremy, a young man who wanted to get started early
in life, was able to invest $1000 every month from
the time he was 25 up until 35. Then life changed
and he was not able to invest any more after age 35.
He left his original investment intact so it continued

Soon, you are at a point where you need to
drastically cut your monthly expenses JUST to start
paying your credit cards down. But you have your
mortgage, rent, utilities, food, insurance, phone,
internet, etc. that MUST be paid no matter what.
Meanwhile your credit card bills keep growing.

Welcome to America. This 1s how many families live
- in a debt spiral. Unfortunately it will get worse and
worse and you will feel the impending doom unless
you take drastic measures to get out. The best thing
is to never get in that situation to begin with. This
madness MUST stop.

That’s why Neighborhood Millionaires never buy
anything they cannot afford to pay cash for.

It you cannot pay actual cash for a purchase, you
cannot afford it'’. There is no shame in this. In fact,

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it in a bank savings account where it is not at risk
and 1t can be accessed immediately if needed.

This emergency fund is there for you when “life
happens.” You may lose a job, get laid oft
temporarily, have a bad few months in your
business, have a medical emergency... things
definitely happen in life and they happen to
everyone. You are not immune. None of us are.
Trust me.

Once you have your full emergency fund set up,
another load of stress will be taken away from you.
Your mind will be so much more at peace.

These feel like small steps, but that’s where any long
journey starts. Besides, what’s the point of startingif

you have to start all over again?
You want to become the Neighborhood Millionaire?

This 1s the way to do it. There are no shortcuts. You
can do it, but you must take the steps in order.

Paul went
golting every weekend with his high-class
neighborhood buddies, paying to play at all the
exclusive courses around town.

Pardon my language, but
I call bullshit on that. How else could big celebrities
like Johnny Depp make more money than God and
then end flat broke??
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It TOTALPAY minus MUSTS minus NEEDS
minus WAN'TS is a positive number,
congratulations! You are doing well and you still
have some money to work with. If that total 1s a
negative number (like in the example above), you are
already spending more than you earn and something
needs to be fixed right now.

Most likely, you have categorized a WANT as a
MUST or NEED. Take a second look at your list
now to see how critical those items are. After that,
start chopping off WANTS untl you reach a
positive number at the end of your sheet.

satellite and internet providers. Debit cards have
some limitations. Plastic without a Visa or
MasterCard logo might be frowned upon when you
travel. While debit cards can be rejected once you
leave your town, credit cards can be accepted
virtually anywhere in the world. That is another
reason I carry a credit card - the flexibility.

However, problems start when you violate the
careful bullet points listed above. It you don’t follow
those guidelines, the bill that comes at the end of
each month will make you want to jump off a cliff.
Credit cards get a LOT of people into a LOT of
trouble.

It in doubt, use a debit card. It’s safer. Why?
Because when you use a debit card, you are
essentially using your own cash. The money 1s
immediately taken out of your bank account.

Does that sound like he was acting in my mother’s

Again, this answer has to be “YES!” But again, there
are a lot of snakes out there.

When you ask this question, I would get the
potential planner to put in writing in those exact
words: “I am legally bound to act in your best
interest.” Then ask him/her to sign below those
words and keep the page for your records! Nobody
wants a court battle. But nobody wants to have their
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Invest money you don’t need right away. Then, leave
it alone. That little seed will grow into an enormous
tree of financial freedom. It really is that simple.
Anyone who tells you otherwise s selling you
something, And trust me, there are plenty of people
doing that...

Betore we talk about them though, and before you

turn the page, close your eyes and say out loud:

This 1s the importance of a budget. You will be able
to make decisions based on your plan and not on
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like, but there 1s really no reason to. We generally do
not wear the most expensive designer clothes, nor
do we sport fancy jewelry.

We do spend money at times because that is what
it’s for. My advice for once you become the
Neighborhood Millionaire is to be very humble and
do not buy things to impress others. Buy things that
you truly want, things that will enhance your life. A
tew years ago, my wife and I bought a nice RV
motorhome. We paid cash of course. We absolutely
love it as we travel around the country, making any
mountain, desert, river or ocean our backyard for a
night or for a month. It’s truly wonderful. I would
say it was one of the most fun purchases of my life.

Investing:

I don’t need to talk about investing much more here
because it's covered in previous chapters. Investing
is the vehicle that will turn you into the
Neighborhood Millionaire. Never forget that. Never
stop investing. The only exception is when you get
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Do some people make a ton of money from single
stocks? Sure. You’ll hear about them occasionally.
What you don’t hear about so often are the millions
of people who lose money or go completely broke
because they picked wrong,

Back in the old days, I made a LOT of money by
investing in Intel and Microsoft. That happened by
sheer dumb luck. I would NEVER try that again
now, and I certainly wouldn’t advise anyone else to
do so. Next time I may not be so lucky.

No, you will not get rich quick™ by investing in the
S&P 500. But Neighborhood Millionaires aren’t
worried about that. We are steady and smart. We
avoid stuptd mistakes, knowing that patience pays
oft.

* By the way, there s no predictable way to get rich quickly, no
matter what your friends say. The most likely result of trying to
do so is financial disaster.

Imagine what would happen to our marriage it we
did not have the same beliefs and outlooks on
money. If Yoko was a frugal saver, and I was a flashy
spender, that would be a formula for disaster. I do
not have to tell you how that could end up.

Instead, we are on the same page. Not only that, but
we stay on the same page. Just because two people
agree on certain principles early in life doesn’t mean
it will stay that way. I told you earlier in the book
that we have annual meetings about our financtal
picture so we each know exactly where we are.
Obviously we stay in touch all year long about this
but our New Year's meeting is our most
comprehensive. Again, none of these meetings are
fancy. Most often, we meet in a quiet restaurant with
our laptops and our notebooks full of goals. From
month to month, we chat across the kitchen table.

So let me ask you, are you and your spouse or life
partner on the same financial page? For that matter,
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Okay got them all down? Add up the numbers and
write the total at the bottom of the page.

Atfter the first step, your page should look
something like this:

Now let’s figure out your liabilities. This would be
anything you owe.

My neighbor Chris said to me the other day “I
deserve that leased $40,000 SUV in my driveway
because it’s got all of the safety features, and we
have three kids we need to transport. The comfort

and safety of my family is paramount.”

when you pull the money out. You will pay taxes on
everything, the principle and the money you have
made (your gains).

A ROTH is pretty much the opposite. You pay taxes
on the initial investment now, and then your money
grows totally tax free. So yes, you are probably
thinking that a ROTH 1s not actually a before tax
investment. And you are absolutely correct. But the
fact that you get tax free growth is what’s so cool
about the ROTH IRA or ROTH 401 (k).

Which 1s better, ROTH or traditional? Again, I love
simplicity. The nuanced and complicated answer is:
“it depends.” But the rule Neighborhood
Millionaires follow is to first maximize the amount
of money you put into your ROTH IRAs and your
ROTH 401 (k).*

Invest the most you can in your retirement
account(s) every year up to the legal limits. The IRA

# The 401(k) maximum is up to your employer and out of your
control, but invest as much as you can.
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And guess what the cool thing was? Every single
envelope order had a big fat check inside of it! (This
was still way before the internet, so everyone paid by
check!)

Rich and I lived and breathed this stuff every single
day. We were having a blast. We ultimately became
very well known in the dental profession as “Key
Opinion Leaders,” speakers, consultants and much

more.

After a few years of this “side business,” I was able
to sell my portion of my dental practice back to
Steve as I simply did not want to practice dentistry
any longer. I was having too much fun! More than
thirty years later, the business that brother Rich and
I started on the side, “The Madow Centet”
(www.madow.com) 1s still a thriving force in the
dental profession.

It started with an idea.

Right now, though, we’re going to use it to make
your finances as bulletproof as possible. If you want
to build a skyscraper of wealth, you need a
rock-solid foundation.

In Chapter Nine, you built an emergency fund of
$1000 to $2000. That was a good start, but it was a
temporary fix. We needed to put out the debt fire.

Now that you are debt free, we need to increase
your emergency fund to six months of your living
expenses.

Let’s say your monthly expenses are $5,000. This
means your emergency fund will need to be at least
six times that number - $30,000. Keep this money
set aside as a pure emergency fund to be used
ONLY in true emergencies. It should not be
invested in the stock market or real estate. Just keep

The psychological and physical cost of making a
mullion dollars a year is enormous if you don’t
control that money. If you have to work all the time,
be away from the family, go through undue stress,
do work you do not enjoy, and stay indoors grinding
away, what’s the point?

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Chapter 30 - A Financial Planner
Is Not a Magic Solution

Okay. Let’s slow down. There have been a lot of

acronyms in these last chapters. There has also been
math. If you hate those things, you may be tempted
to start the hunt for a financial planner to make it all

g0 away.

This is the worst reason to look for a financial

planner.

You need to be fully informed and aware of every
single decision you make regarding your money.
That is why you are reading this book. A financial
planner should act as an additional teacher -
someone who can answer your questions and guide
you when you need to be guided. He 1s NOT
someone you just turn your finances over to and say
“you take care of this and make me wealthy because

I do not want to be involved
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entire savings drained by fake financial planners
either.

Question #3: How do you get paid?

The only acceptable answer would be that YOU (the
client) pay him for his time or he gets a percentage
of your assets that he manages for you. Typically
that number 1s around 1%.

It he starts hemming and hawing and says things like
“don’t worry, you don’t need to pay me,” or
something like “I get paid by the brokerage house,”
this 1s a big red flag. Why? Because it means he is
making a commission on products that he 1s going
to sell you. Run (don’t walk) to the nearest door!
You need someone who is 100% unbiased and
working only on your behalf. But remember, all of
the salesmen will stretch the truth and say of course
they have your interest at heart. Be super careful.
Take your time and make a good choice. Don’t let

anyone push you into a decision.
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The right person may be hard to find, but they will
be worth their weight in gold (sometimes literally).
What should that right person do for you? Great
question. For starters, he or she can guide you to the
right type of investments for you as well as the
proper allocation based on your risk tolerance, age,
and target retirement age.

You’ll also get an insider’s look into the taxes
involved with every choice you make. I keep a
tinancial planner around mostly for the tax advice. I
use a good accountant as well - always a CPA
(Certified Public Accountant). Since I am not a tax
expert and the tax laws are always changing, I need
someone to help! I don’t know what I don’t know,
and “T've never heard of that law” 1s NOT an excuse
the IRS likes to hear.”” One good strategy tip a year

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Chapter 16 - The Credit Card
Dilemma

The most common Neighborhood Millionaire killer
is something you likely have in your wallet or purse
right at this very moment. A credit card!

Now unlike a very popular financial guy on the
radio, I am not totally against credit cards. I use
them. But I do use them very carefully, which

means:

I buy only what I can atford.

I pay my credit card off as soon as the bill comes.
Every single month.

No exceptions.

Never late.

The credit card 1s a good tool, especially these days
when touchless payment options are available such
as Apple Pay, Google Pay, etc. Also, many businesses
simply refuse to take a debit card for payment, like
rental car establishments and several phone, cable,
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simply keep reading about it and procrastinating and
waiting until you get it perfect, you are missing out
on the two most important aspects - time and

compounding interest.”

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That means in order to determine how close you are
to Neighborhood Millionaire status, you must know
your net worth. What exactly 1s your net worth?
Great question. Your net worth is defined as your
assets minus your liabilities. When that number
reaches a million dollars, you are officially a
millionaire.

It’s as simple as that!

In order to reach any destination, you first need to
know where you’re starting. Grab a pen and paper.
Let’s figure out your net worth right now.

On the left side of your page, write down every
asset you own, as well as its financial worth. An
asset 1s anything you own that has value. This
includes money in the bank, investments, the market
value of your house, business interests, cash in your
safe... everything’.

¢ Well, almost everything. When computing my net worth, I do
not include things like my vehicles, furniture, computers,
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efficient. Exactly a year later, I'd lost my mullionaire
status. Barry had a big chunk of my money thanks
to his huge fees and I lost the rest of it due toa
“market correction.” Guess what I learned during
this time? Private placements do not rebound when
the stock market does. When they go to zero (as
mine did), you are flat busted. Almost a third of my
net worth was gone in the blink of an eye.

Barry disappeared soon after this. He was on to the

next victim.

You need to be fully
informed and aware of
every single decision you
make regarding your
money.
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Final Thoughts

Why do people try to make personal finance so
damn complicated?

I am always amazed at what lengths and what crazy
schemes people will go to in pursuit of wealth. They
take advice from broke people and think it will
work. They take ridiculous stock tips. They buy real
estate on credit. They buy and sell based on
hunches. They panic.

Oh my God it’s so crazy out there. But I guess if it
were simple, no one would need a book such as this.
The reason I wrote this book 1s to teach you that
there are no crazy, esoteric strategies that you need
to tigure out before you can become a millionaire.
The techniques are actually quite simple. And... they
work! If you follow all the simple principles I'velaid
out in this book, there is absolutely no doubt in my
mind that you will become the Neighborhood
Millionaire.
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The problem is, Chris is making $55,000 per year
and has some credit card debt. Someone making
$55,000 per year has no business having a leased
$40,000 vehicle sitting in the driveway. It makes no
tinancial sense at all, regardless of how good his
monthly payments® may seem.

Now before you crucify me, there is nothing
“wrong” with making $55,000 per year. Or $25,000
per year. Or $100,000 per year. I know some
millionaires who are real a-holes and some who are
the kindest people you'd ever want to meet and hang
out with. The amount of money you make does not
define you. It does not make you a good person or a
bad person.

But there is objectively, something wrong with living
above your means, even by a little bit. It’s so easy to
justity an extra purchase here and there. Over time,

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In this case, simple does quite well over time.

The average annualized total return for the S&P 500
index over the past 90 years is 9.8% percent. That
means if you had put $100 in the stock market 90
years ago, it would now be worth $451,000. Of
course it varies year to year. That’s why we’re using
an average.

Now, I can already hear it. So many hotshots will be
saying that I have no idea what I am talking about
and that an average return of 9.8% is not really that
good. These geniuses will tell you not to invest in
The S&P.

“Buy Apple stock and you will become wealthy.”

“My cousin made a fortune from Tesla stock.”

“I have a great tip for you about a company that’s

going public...”

Please IGNORE all of these people.
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That’s it! Once you have your budget in place, you
are on the way to freedom.

Keep your budget on paper for the first three
months like I showed you in the example above.
Whenever you feel you are comfortable with it,
though, I'd recommend transferring it to a digital
tool like Mint.com.

There are tons of software programs and apps that
can help you with your budgeting, but Mint is my
tavorite. It 1s extremely powerful but easy to use.
Best of all it is totally free!” You can find it on your
computer’s browser as well as in the app store for
iPhones and Androids.

B If you don’t use Mint, be aware that some apps appear to be
“free,” but once you begin using them they start to charge you
for features. Don’t spend money on a simple budgeting tool
when you don’t have tol

Betore you become a Neighborhood Millionaire, I'd
advise you stick with the investment that is not only
the absolute easiest and simplest investment, but
also happens to be the one that will likely give you
the most consistent returns over time.

It’s called the S&P 500.

When you hear people say that “the stock market 1s
doing well” or “the stock market had a terrible day
today,” they are probably referring to the S&P 500
Index or more simply, “the S&P.” S&P stands for
“Standard and Poor’s.” This is essentially a group of
the 500 largest publicly-traded companies in the
United States. So, the S&P 500 Index basically
measures how the “stock market” is doing, It’s as
simple as that.
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There were times when things were tough and it was
not so easy for me to write checks to charitable
organizations. But I did so anyway. That’s how
important giving was and is for me. The
Neighborhood Millionaire gives from the heart and

does not expect anything in return.

Balance between these three options is key.

When I'was a homeowner, I got a huge bill for
property taxes every single summer. I had to write a
check for thousands of dollars to the state of
Maryland each year, and it certainly messed with my
cash flow! Then there 1s insurance. When you own a
home, you need thorough coverage which can get
pricey quick. As a renter, I only need to purchase
renters’ insurance which is dirt cheap!

No repair costs. No property taxes. No long-term
commitments. Dirt cheap insurance. We are
LOVING this life!

Now, I know what you’re thinking. “Dr. Dave, you
big dummy. Don’t you know that a home 1s a
person’s biggest asset? You’re forgetting all about
appreciation and throwing your money down the
drain!”
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Please make sure you and your family members
understand that there are boundaries, and you have
to stick to them. Oftentimes the word “no” is the
most powerful word in the English language.

Betore you turn the page, close your eyes and say
out loud:

“I am becoming The Neighborhood Millionaire.”
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There are thousands of “proud” timeshare owners
that are trying to get out of them as we speak right
now? It 1s virtually impossible. Don’t believe me?
Go online (start with eBay) and check out how
many owners are trying to sell their timeshares for
ONE DOLLAR.

Please never be even tempted to get involved with a
timeshare.

Finally, STAY AWAY from ever co-signing a loan
tor someone else. I know you want to be kind.
When your son, daughter, family member, friend, or
co-worker ask you very nicely if you will co-sign that
loan they are trying to get, you first say to yourself
“What harm could come from just co-signing?”
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By the way, I want to point out that when I say “let
the money grow,” I don’t mean “obsessively check
your number every single day to see what is
happening” That’s what I did early in my investing,
and let me assure you it is a path to impatience,
anxiety, and annoyance. I'll go ahead and spoil the
drama by telling you what will happen to your
money over the next few years.

There are days where the market will go up and
there are days that it will go down. There will be
days where your money looks like it will plummet to
the ground, only to bounce back up. There will be
global crises, national issues, and local fears. There
will be whole years when you will be down or make
very little. And there will be years when you will
make a lot.

You control none of this. You only control whether
or not you invest. Do that, and do not obsess. If
history 1s any indicator, your investments will go up
over time to the tune of 10% per year on average. I
believe that the US. economy 1s strong and will not
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I invested in Bitcoin and some other
cryptocurrencies a few years ago. It seemed like an
interesting concept, and had the money to do so. I
did not invest anything that I could not afford to
lose. Have I made money in Bitcoin? The answer is
yes. But it is a very risky and volatile investment that
I do not recommend to anyone who is attempting to
become the Neighborhood Millionaire. So unless
you have a net worth of well above one million
dollars, my advice is to stay away.

The road to the village of Neighborhood
Millionaires is paved with slow, smart, safe decisions
made consistently over time. People who find fast
tortunes usually watch them drain as quickly as they

come.

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Chapter 19 - To Stay on Track,
Stay at Home More Often

In my experience, those who cut deeply and quickly
are much happier than those who try to make little
sacrifices that don’t 7eally move the needle. My
challenge 1s - it’s hard to convince people to cut

expenses aggressively.

I sound like a grouch. That isn’t my goal. My goal 1s
to show you that a few hard choices now can give
you the easiest possible life down the road.

One simple, deep sacrifice you can make is to simply
stay at home more often. Stay at home instead of
going out to eat, and stay at home instead of going
on vacation. Few other choices have as much of an
impact on the average person’s budget than these
two.

Remember, you don’t have to stay at home forever,

and you don’t have to stay out of restaurants forever -
just for a little while. When you fully commut to
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benefits. If Jeremy was able to start at age 20 instead
of age 25, and then stop ten years later at age 30,he
would be a MULTI-millionaire by the time he
reached 65 without ever doing anything else!

Again, I want to reemphasize that no matter where
you are in life now and whatever you have done in
the past, it is NEVER too late to get started
reaching Neighborhood Millionaire status.
Otherwise what are your choices? If you do nothing,
I guarantee that you will not get there.

Betore you turn the page, close your eyes and say
out loud:

“I am becoming The Neighborhood Millionaire.”
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Which would you rather have? A beat up car that
might be worth $6,000 once it’s paid off? Or $41,000
dollars that continues to make more money every
year?

I thought so too.

This same mindset is useful whenever you go to
purchase a car. The $25,000 to $60,000 that you
would use to buy something new can instead be
invested in mutual funds making money for you as
opposed to taking money fivz you. I call this a

“win-win.”

The day will come when I will definitely need to
replace my beloved Volvo. What will I buy? I am not
sure what make of vehicle exactly, but I can tellyou
this. It won’t be new. It will likely be a two to
three-year old car with low mileage that someone
took really good care of. Oh, and I will pay cash of
course! That way I don’t get trapped in the debt
spiral, and I don’t spend sleepless nights watching
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how much you could do once that $410 car payment

is gone.
Powerful, right? You’re on the path right now'.

Now, before you turn the page, close your eyes and

Chapter 22 - Three Common
Pitfalls to Avoid

The theme of this chapter is “stay away.” Imagine
me saying it louder each time I write it.

First off, stay away from Multi-Level Marketing
companies (MLMs).

MLMs are the biggest schemes created over the last
many decades. To make matters worse, they are
adapting well to the times. MLMs look better now
than ever even though they are performing worse
than ever. One reason these companies stay in
business is because a miniscule percentage of people
that get involved in MLMs actually do make a big
chunk of money.

Most don’t. Over 99% fall flat on their faces, and
actually end up /oszng a ton of their own money. This
is not my opinion. That scary statistic comes directly
from the Federal Trade Commission website.
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I am hoping The Neighborhood Millionaire will
become a cult classic, even if the cult 1s small. If my
teachings only change just one person’s life, I am
happy. I hope that person turns out to be you.

Just by picking this book
up, you have taken the

first step to becoming the
Neighborhood Millionaire

Because the financial advice market is so full of
crazy teachers and false promises out there, most
people are totally confused! I watch financial gurus
talk about 1ssues that only matter to a tiny
percentage of the world and wonder - “Where 1s the
practical advice?” “Where is the real education?”
“Where 1s the road map for normal people like
me?”
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new life? Can you envision the difference? Can you
teel the freedom? Your life 1s changing 7ight non.

Please do me a favor, though. Stay 100% committed
to getting this done. Reading the plan s pretty easy.
Living the plan takes tremendous commitment. But
the way I see it, there is no other choice. If you
reject responsibility (the way so many people do in
this country), you will always be broke and your
retirement will be bleak. You don’t want that. I don’t

want that for you.

I 'want to be clear, though: what we’ve talked about
this far are The First Steps. Setting a household
budget and spending less money than you make are
principles that you will keep in place no matter how
much money you make in the future, even when you
are debt free.

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I started off my professional career as a dentist
because my mom just pounded the idea into my
head.

As you can see, there is $182.68 left over in this
example budget. All of that money goes directly into
the preliminary emergency fund. That can be a scary
step to take. But if you’ve done your budget
correctly, there’s no need to put that money
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Fair warning: your brain will try to figure out how to
accomplish these goals immediately. Silence that
voice. The how comes later. The WOW comes now.

As a reminder, be sure to select your dreams and
goals carefully. I'd rather you chase after a small
personal goal than a huge one you don’t care about
so much. “I want to be very wealthy” 1s a dream. It’s
not good or bad, right or wrong; It’s just a dream.
While you’re turning that dream into goals, though,

be sure they are goals you really want.

When I was younger, I was making a decent amount
of money as a dentist and as a second business
owner. And with that came the large house, the nice
clothes for the wife, the expensive travel, toys,
private schools for the kids. .. the list goes on and
on.

These days I live a minimalist lifestyle. I travel
around the country in an RV seeing the beauty of
America with my wife, Yoko. We live in a place
where we can ski, hike, mountain bike, and stand up
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and buy any car we would want with cash. But why

would we?

If you are a math nerd like I am, a good rule of
thumb to follow is this: the total value of your cars
(or anything with engines such as boats and RVs)
should not equal more than one half of your annual
income. For example, a family with a household
income of $80,000 per year should own cars that are
valued at less than $40,000.*

This 1s a tough one to get over. In this country we
have such a love for nice shiny cars and trucks. As I
said, I used to be the same way. But if you can suck
it up and simply drive a “regular” car, I promise you
that you will become the Neighborhood Millionaire
much quicker.

Once you become a Neighborhood Millionaire, you
can buy whatever car you want.

24 Ideally MUCH less. But if you’re paying cash foreverything,
feel free to indulge yourself.
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the Neighborhood Millionaire. The earlier you
begin, the better because you take advantage of
compounding interest over time. As I've mentioned
several times now, I do not want you to begin
investing until you have systematically worked the
steps I have outlined so far. It will be
counterproductive. Investing your money when you
have credit card debt and car payments simply
makes no sense at all. So PLEASE follow the order
here! It you have a financial planner who disagrees1
would seriously consider finding a new one.”

Investing 1s the key activity that has made
millionaires ever since there was a concept of
millionaires. “Investing” is one of those words that
sounds big and scary. This is partly because financial
gurus overcomplicate what should be simple.
Simply, investing is this: putting your money

somewhere it can grow.

* Don’t worry. We'll cover financial planners in a bit.
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paddle board any time we want (depending on the
weather of course)! I feel no need to accumulate
things or impress anyone.

My first wife and I parted ways many years ago, and
I am now with a woman who I am much more in
alignment with financially and philosophically. We
chase the simple pleasures in life.

Although skiing, hiking, camping, biking and
running are wonderful, they aren’t tulfilling on their
own. I mix in some work as well. The difference
now is I no longer work because I have to. That 1s
the best feeling in the whole wide world. I could
literally goof off every day for the rest of my lifeand
my bills would be paid with the money I have
accumulated.

Writing this book, although it is considered “work,”
is really a lot of fun. Why? Because with every
paragraph I complete, I am reminded of how many
people’s lives I will be changing for the better once.
I am literally thinking of YOU right at this moment,
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restrict me only to schools they could afford. There
is no real advantage to going to one of those
exclusive, expensive schools if you cannot pay the
bill for it. I have been a business owner for well over
thirty years. I have hired hundreds of people in that
time frame. Can you guess how many times the
decision to hire someone was based on where they
attended college or grad school?

NEVER.

I hired the people who would be best for my
business. Where they went to school never entered
the equation.

Student loans might be the
most destructive loans
that you could EVER get
your hands on.
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anywhere else, right? That’s exactly what the extra
money is for.

This money will be used in case of emergencies only
- true emergencies. An emergency by definition is an
expense you didn’t expect that must be paid right
away. An emergency is not a craving to eat at a
restaurant or stick your toes in the sand!

The emergency fund is ONLY for emergencies

Think about it this way. When you’re driving your
car down the interstate, what’s on the side of the
road? A shoulder. Why s it there? To leave room for
error. If you get distracted, if you swerve, if you
make a mistake, the shoulder keeps you out of
trouble. The emergency fund functions the same

way. It’s there to give you a little grace when life gets
hard.

16 Did I say that enough yet?
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Remember, all three of them, Jeremy, Nathan and
Remy, invested the exact same amount of money. It
was $120,000 over ten years. They simply did it at
different times in their lives.

This illustrates the power of compound interest.'!
The earlier you are able to start, the better the

“ You might hear “compoundING” interest. It’s the same
thing;
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But please understand. You can’t just “pick and
choose” the strategies that are appealing to you. You
can’t do this halfway. There is no such thing as being
“millionaire-ish!” You must be all in to truly become
the Neighborhood Millionaire.

Nowhere in this book have I said this is an easy
process. But as you travel along this journey, you will
discover that a difficult start turns into an incredible
tinish. Every step you take will make you feel more
and more excited. Each day you will see yourself

getting closer and closer to your goal.

Just think of what it will feel like when you become
the Neighborhood Millionaire. You will have an air
of confidence that comes from the ability to do
anything you want. Better, you won’t even have to
live lavishly because you will be so happy in your life
that you do not have to “prove” to anyone that you
have money!
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Once you pay off that first item in the list, you’ll
recetve a raise. How? Because in addition to no
longer paying absurd interest charges on a loan, you
also no longer have a minimum payment! You’ve
got even more extra money! Use it to throw at the
next debt.

The
more you do it, the better it gets. Believe me when I
say the first debt is the hardest to pay off. If you
stick to the plan, each one gets easter. Bill after bill
will tumble to the ground like dominos, all because

you had the courage to take that first step.
Imagine what it would feel like to shake that $120

phone bill. Visualize the freedom that comes after
that $198 credit card charge disappears.

I know, I know. You read the last chapter, which
means that you have accepted living below your

means... for now.

But what happens in a month’s time, when this
book is tucked away safely on your shelf? How
strong will you be then? Businesses are armed with
every trick in the book to separate you from your
hard-earned cash. It’s a jungle out there, so let me
drive this idea of living below your means deeply

into your brain.

Let’s say you have a family income of $6,000 per
month. You decide that you “deserve” some more
expensive things that will make your expenditures
$6,500 per month. Can you buy that thing even if
you don’t have the cash? Of course!
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stick with 1t). You can do the same by going online
to us.etrade.com. Then click “Open an account.”

Once you have opened your account, you will need
to send in some money. Follow the on-screen
instructions to do this.

When you have cash in your eTrade account, it’s
time to invest. Now you can invest in any stock or
mutual fund through eTrade. Do not be tempted to
outthink common sense. Keep it simple. I invest
mostly in “VTSAX,” which is Vanguard Total Stock
Market Index Fund.

Simply follow the instructions in your newly opened
eTrade account to buy VISAX. If you ever hit a
roadblock they also have very good customer
service. After that, all you have to do is let the
money grow.

You're done. You're investing, Crazy, right? By

reading paragraphs, you’re in!
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This 1s probably the first time 1n my life since I
graduated from dental school that I have not owned
the house that I live in.

Renting has given us a ton of flexibility in our lives.
All'T do 1s write a rent check on the first of every
month, and that gives me the freedom that we have
worked SO HARD for my entire life. If something
breaks down, I text the landlord and she normally
takes care of the repair within hours. Zero stress for
us. And I don’t have to open up my checkbook.
Since it’s her property, she pays!

If Yoko and I decide that we want to relocate, it’s
simply a matter of informing the landlord and
hitting the road. No real estate agent, no making
repairs, no negotiating a price, no paying high
commissions, and no risk of a deal falling through.
None of that. We can just pick up and move to the
beach if we choose with almost no expensel!

Another great thing about renting is that we can’t
really make a mistake. If we rent a place that turns

Okay. We have accomplished a lot so far, so let’s do
a quick recap. As of right now, you have:

Set goals to guide you forward
Accepted living within your means
Built a budget for your household
Socked away a starter emergency fund
Kicked your crappy debt to the curb
Filled the emergency fund to the max

Started daydreaming of new ways to make
more money

Congratulations. You are doing great.
I do realize that if you are reading this book forthe
tirst time, you have likely not actually completed all

of the above. But take a moment to feel how your
mind is working in overdrive now. Can you see your
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Neighborhood Millionaire. As you will find out, it
will be one of the most powertul, freeing, and
life-changing moves you ever make. Generally
speaking, most people who create a budget
immediately feel like a tremendous weight has been
liftted from their shoulders. It’s likely you’re making
more money than you think... but it’s all rushing
out the door because you don’t have a plan for it!

We’ll create a simple sheet called a “zero-sum
budget.” That means every dollar you make has an
assignment. Before spending a single dime, you put
all your money in different categories.

Grab your notebook and let’s get going,

Step 1:

The first step 1s writing down how much you make
each month. If you don’t know what you have, then
how will you know what to budget? Write your
monthly income down at the top of your page. This
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How much exactly should you invest every month?
Great question. It depends how quickly you want to
reach your goal and how extravagant you want your
lifestyle to be. Generally speaking, the more you can
invest, the quicker you can pile up cash for the long
haul.

A good guideline is to sock away 15% of your
income every month. Should you carve this number
into your skin? Probably not. Are you going to die if
you don't hit it? No. 15% is simply an ideal amount
tor the Neighborhood Millionaire. Much lower, and
the road to millionaire-dom 1s long and slow. Much
higher, and you won’t get to enjoy any of the
pleasures and comforts you worked so hard for!
15% 1s the sweet spot.

What’s more important is that you commit to
investing. If you do not do this, you will NEVER
become wealthy, and that is a promise. It makes no
difference how much money you make every month
or every year. If you do not invest, you will not
become the Neighborhood Millionaire. It you
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You probably won’t bother, but just knowing that
you can is a good feeling,

Barry and people like him are always very charming,
A similar “financtal wizard” conned his way into my
parents’ hearts and ripped them oft for decades. 'm
not sure what he did with all the money, but some
of it went to lavish parties that he threw for his
clients. Don’t worry, he always told everyone
goodbye afterwards. .. through the window of his
limo.

I tell this story about Barry, and the other story
about my parents, because I want to warn you, not
scare you. You cannot be too careful when it comes
to finding a financial planner. Certainly you want to
talk to your friends and family to see who they trust,
but you also want to be armed with information of

your own.

I actually have a few more horror stories which I
don’t even need to get into right now. One of them
actually involves investing in ships in the middle of
the ocean. It was recommended by a very
“reputable” financial planner. A friend of mine.
Sounds fine, right? Well every single one of those
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Travel froze. Vacations stopped. Thriving retail areas
turned into sites of protests, riots and occupations.

Trust me, you are not immune. The Coronavirus
wasn’t the first event to shake up our world, and it
won’t be the last.

The idea of out-earning a budget is fool’s gold. You
can’t do it. I's NO'T really about making more and
more money. It’s about being smarter and smarter.
It’s about building up real financial security through
living below your means.

The psychological and
physical cost of making a
million dollars a year is
enormous if you don’t
control that money.
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Be honest with yourself. If every single item on the
list is critical, and you’re still negative, you are either
in total denial, or youre paying too much for a
home, car, or clothing'.

Once you’ve done the necessary work to get a
positive number, you’ll take whatever money is left
to pay off debt, stock up a larger emergency fund, or
invest. We’ll discuss all of these options and the
order you should do them) shortly. The important
thing to remember is that not a single dollar is left
unbudgeted. See the example below:

2We’ll talk more about how to reduce these costs later in the
book.
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In the end, I decided not to do it. The reason is very
simple. Let me explain.

Every investment decision I make is based on two

rules:

Do I understand this investment?
Would this money do better elsewhere?

When I say “understand” an investment, I mean I
need to PERFECTLY clear what it s I am putting
my money in. Even though I have never owned an
investment property, I did quite a bit of reading
about real estate as an investment. I knew about
how much an investment property would cost me. I
learned that there are really only three ways that
properties can make you money.” And I knew
approximately how much I could get in rent every
month. I worked the numbers and I worked them
hard.

Now I am not “anti-automobile” in any way. I have
cars. 'm not mad at Chris for getting a car. I just
hate what he bought and /on he bought it.

It you are not yet a Neighborhood Millionaire you
should be extremely careful regarding what type of
car or cars you are driving. I know this from

experience.

I have made all of the typical mistakes that everyone
makes with cars.
